CANADIAN LYNX
The Canadian lynx is native to the Boreal forest. It lives mainly in dense forest and

mountain ranges. It’s a discreet animal, rarely seen in the wild.

The Canadian lynx is a nocturnal predator. It can walk between 8 and 9 kilometers

each day to find its prey. Its large paws enable it to easily walk on snow. The lynx is not a fast runner, but it can jump as far

as 6,5 meters. It relies on its eyesight and keen hearing to find its food, mainly snowshoe hares. The snowshoe hares pop-

ulation undergoes cyclic rises and falls. The Canadian lynx population will follow this cyclic change that occurs approximately

every 10 years. The population will go from large to scarce to large again. Even though the population undergoes a lot of

changes, the Canadian lynx in not an endangered species.

There are four species of lynx: The Canadian lynx, the bobcat, the Iberian lynx and the Eurasian lynx.

Le lynx du Canada est un félin originaire de la forêt Boréale. Il vit principalement dans les zones fortement boisées

et dans les zones montagneuses. Il s’agit d’un animal discret, rarement observé à l’état sauvage. 

Le lynx du Canada est un prédateur nocturne. Il peut parcourir entre 8 et 9 kilomètres par jour pour trouver ses

proies. Grâce à ses pattes larges, il peut marcher aisément sur la neige. Il ne court pas très vite, mais peut faire des

bonds de 6,5 mètres de long. Il se fie à son ouïe et sa vue pour trouver sa

nourriture, principalement des lièvres d’Amérique. La population de lièvres

d’Amérique fluctue énormément. La population de lynx du Canada suit cette

fluctuation qui survient tous les 10 ans. La population passe donc de très

nombreuse à restreinte, puis redevient nombreuse. Malgré cette fluctuation,

l’espèce n’est pas en danger d’extinction.

Le lynx du Canada est l’un des 4 membres de la famille des lynx : le lynx du

Canada, le lynx roux, le lynx d’Espagne et le lynx d’Eurasie.

LYNX DU CANADA 

Il existe cinq espèces de tapir. Le tapir de Malaisie est la plus
grosse sous-espèce de tapir et le seul originaire de l’Asie.

MALAYAN TAPIR
There are five species of tapir. The Malayan tapir is the largest subspecies of tapir and the only one native to Asia. They live
mainly in tropical forests near watercourses. They spend most of the day submerged in water. They are a solitary animals
and active mainly at night.

The Malayan tapir is in danger of extinction, mostly because of deforestation. It is estimated that only 2,000 Malayan tapir
remain in the wild.

In the animal sectors, factsheets allow our
guests to learn facts that are easy to 
remember.

Suggested activities:
• Ask students to become animators and read
the texts on the factsheets out loud, and then
ask them to comment on what they read.

Your bus or on a bush truck.
Some 300 animals, from 30 species roam freely on the prairie of the 
Safari Adventure. Aboard your vehicle, or on a bush truck, you will see
"close up" greater kudus, gnus, onagers, water buffalo, gaurs, 
dromaderies.  On safari, you will encounter herds of spectacular animals.

Suggested activities:

• Name an animals that originate from Africa, from Europe, 
  from Asia and from America.

• Name the largest species of antelope, as well as the smallest.

• Which quadruped loves to spend the day in water?

• Why is the dromedary so well adapted to a desert climate?

While crossing the 260 meters walkway over their vast pasture, 
discover graceful felines that sound just like small birds, but also
purr like your cat.  Parc Safari has 11 cheetahs, six of which are 
not related. This contributes to improving the genetic pool of this
species that is in danger of extinction.  Parc Safari participates
actively in conservation programs and reintroduce two cheetah in
a natural reserve in Zimbabwe zoo.

Suggested activities:

• Describe the markings of the fur of a cheetah , a tiger and a lion.

• Which animal does the call of the cheetah resembles?

• What allows the cheetah to run so fast?

• In which African country did Parc Safari re-introduce cheetahs?

VISIT THE SAFARI ADVENTURE ON...

The Cheetahs Plains
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Explore the Afrika Terrace, stare giraffes eyeball to eyeball and 
look down at the heads roaming the savanna. This elevated map is
located on the plain of Afrika. Map is 725 sqare meter in the exact
shape of the African continent. 20 of the wonders of Afrika, natural
or manmade are shown. 

Suggested activities:

• Which animals do you see from the Afrika Terrace?

• Name the country where the Victoria Falls are located.

• Identify two African countries in the North, the South, 
  the East and the West.

• Which African countries are by the Mediterranean? By the Red Sea? 
  By the Indian Ocean? By the Atlantic Ocean?

4) Le Sentier des daims
As you walk through a pine and spruce forest, you will be greeted by
the magnificent European fallow deer.

Suggested activities:

• Name the different species of the deer family.

• Indicate their country of origin.

• The bucks are recognizable by their antlers:  count the number 
  of bucks roaming along the trail.

Discover several species that are useful to humans.  Many have been
domesticated and contribute to lighten people’s workload. Others, in
the wild, contribute to the circle of life.

Suggested activities:

• Reproduction of Inca wall 170 m long from the 11 th to the 14 th century.

• Which one is bigger, the lama or the alpaca?

• Make a list of the countries from which the animals of the Farm come from.

• Camel and dromedary:  which one has two humps?  
  Which one comes from Asia?

• Name some species that contribute to human nutrition.

This 300 meter footbridge looks down the enclosure of the spotted
hyenas, the artic wolves, the macaques and the black bears. 
These animals behave very differently: watch them closely to note
and identify some aspects of their behavioural characteristics. 

Suggested activities:

• Name species that you have observed from the Olduvai Walkway .

• We have many wild species at the Parc.  Name one.

• What country do hyenas come from?

• How do hyenas feed in the wild?

• True or False:  During winter, black bears go into a deep sleep.

• Name the biggest feline species.

• In general, felines do not like water, but there is at least one 
  species that can swin: name it.

This 150sgm natural science museum is breathtakingly beautiful. 
Discover an exceptional collection of minerals, rocks, meteorites
and millennial fossils which trace the footsteps of the appearence
of life on earth. 

See the birds of prey aviary: hawks, eagles, falcons and owls

• Which bird is the fastest?

• Which bird species do we find on 5 continents?
